FURTHERMORE, THAT the Town of Raymore submit an application to the Local Government Committee for permission to borrow the sum of seven hundred and fifty thousand ($750,000) loan from the Raymore Credit Union, in 2026 repayable over a 10-year term and at a 3% interest rate and paid back by an annual payment of eighty-eight thousand ($88,000) for the purpose of the Raymore Arena Renovations.

FURTHERMORE, THAT the Town of Raymore council agree that since the Raymore Arena is a town owned facility, that the town should cover some of the costs of this project, therefore, the repayment of the 1 million to the Town reserves, will be repayable in the amount of five hundred thousand ($500,000) and not the full million.
